ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
It was proposed, seconded and unanimously AGREED that Mr Bradley Sabberton-Coe be elected as
Chairman for the ensuing year.

The Clerk read out a thank you letter which has been received from MacMillan Cancer support with
regard to the grant that the Council kindly gave towards the Maid’s Head Easter Ring Road Walk.

It was noted that
although there was some improvement there were still areas that needed attention. The Clerk to
report these to the relevant authority.

Karen and Shaun Vincent were thanked for all their hard work and advice on the
plan so far.

CHURCH STREET RECREATION GROUND

The Clerk stated that she had been approached by the Wednesday Tennis Club as to whether the
Council would be happy for them to pay £5.00 each time they play now as numbers are dwindling and
they do not play sometimes due to inclement weather. This request was AGREED to.

The Clerk also stated that some maintenance work was needed on the plant and machinery and a
quote had been obtained. It was AGREED that two further quotes are sought before a decision is
made.

LAVARE PARK

Lavaré Park Project

The Clerk stated that work to the wildflower meadow will begin in the coming weeks.

The Clerk stated that she had received a request from the Football Club for the main gate into the car
park to be left open on the weekend of 4t and 5t June as it is their five a side weekend. It was
AGREED that the secretary be given a key for the weekend so that the car park can remain secure at
night time.

CEMETERY AND CHURCHYARD

Councillor Miss Wilkin stated that the Cemetery was in good order. Work to edge the grass off to the
roundabout is still outstanding. She stated that the bins were overflowing and in fact one was
corroded. The Clerk to look into this.

The Clerk stated that at present when there is a burial the undertakers are responsible for ensuring
that the grave is dug. However, there has recently been some problems with regard to the way in
which some grave diggers are conducting themselves. It was therefore AGREED that the Council
would have a nominated grave digger and that their costs would be relayed on to the undertakers.
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It was noted that the Churchyard was in good order.

WAR MEMORIAL
Councillor Mrs Williams stated that the War Memorial was in good order although the benches could
do with some maintenance. The Clerk to ask the Groundsman to deal with this.

BUS SHELTERS
It was noted that the Bus Shelters were all in good order.

VILLAGE HALL
It was noted that the Village Hall was in an excellent condition and well supported. The Annual
General Meeting will be held on 28" May 2015.

CATTON PARK
The Clerk gave an update on the work of the new Volunteer and Events Officer to date.

HIGHWAYS

It was agreed that councillors would inspect the cat on the barrel in Church Street and bring their
findings back to the Council in June.

Correspondence from T T Jones Electrical Ltd regarding the street light in St. Faiths Road was
considered. It was AGREED to accept the quotation for remedial works to be carried out at a cost of
£65.00 plus VAT.

Correspondence from T T Jones Electrical Ltd regarding installation of new street lights at West Acre
Drive and Taylors Lane was considered. It was AGREED that Councillors Honess and Sabberton-
Coe inspect the sites once again and bring back to the June Council meeting.
